Instructions for Receiving North Country Trail Long Distance Hiker/Follower Recognition

December 3, 2011
Read the NCT Policy on End-to-End Hikes and Trips, so that you understand what constitutes an official NCT Hike/Trip.

After hiking/following one or more of the recognized milestones:

Complete the NCT Long Distance Hiker/Follower Application and submit it to the Long Distance Hiking Committee of the NCTA.

Upon completion of any additional milestones, another NCT Long Distance Hiker/Follower Application must be submitted.

Upon completion of the entire North Country Trail under muscle power, complete and submit the E2E Hike/Trip Application.

There are some specific locations where short detours to take in scenic, cultural or historic features near the trail may be followed without backtracking. The following detours may be used without requesting the committee to consider your alternate route:

· Hiking the lower gorge trail in Watkins Glen, New York

· Going to Grand Rapids, Ohio to see the restored canal boat and Ludwig Mill

· Hiking through Rock River Canyon Wilderness, MI, instead of the road walk outside its boundaries

· Hiking alternate park trails in Porcupine Mountain Wilderness State Park, MI to see Lake of the Clouds
